Carl Lutz event
in Houston

The daughter of the Swiss Diplo-
mat Carl Lutz spoke at the
Houston Holocaust Museum.

Agnes Hirschi, the daughter of
Carl Lutz, traveled a great dis-
tance for her lecture on March
28 at the Houston Holocaust
Museum. Ms. Hirschi, who has
lived in Bern, Switzerland since
1949, has made it her mission to
insure that her father’s life and
his courageous and devoted
work will not be forgotten.
Carl Lutz rescued more than
62.000 Hungarian Jews from
deportation to the Nazi death
camps. He issued the famous
Visas for Life and housed Jews in
76 safe places throughout Buda-
pest. Among them was the fa-
mous Glass House that sheltered
upwards of 3000 Jewish people
at a time. Carl Lutz’s job was to
be in charge of foreign interest
and visas from 1942 to 1945 in
Hungary. When the Germans oc-
cupied Budapest in 1944, Lutz
began negotiations with the
Nazi regime and the Hungarian
government. They reluctantly
gave him permission to issue
8000 protective documents, the
so-called Visas for Life or
Schutzbriefe. Lutz re-inter-
preted his mandate to go from
saving 8000 individuals to sav-
ing 8000 families thus rescuing

many additional lives. In this
way he and his wife Gertrud ex-
cluded so many more from the
deportations and death
marches. In 1965 Yad Vashem,
the Jewish Holocaust Memorial
in Jerusalem awarded Carl Lutz
the title “Righteous Among the
Nations.”

The Houston event was espe-
cially touching for Ms. Hirschi
and all the attendees as two sur-
vivors, both saved by her father,
were present at the lecture. This
was unexpected and her meet-
ing with them was an emotional
moment. The first one was Dr.
Georg Somogyi who survived as

a four year old in the Glass
House. The second one was Alex
Schlesinger, who in November
1944 as a 16 year old was dig-
ging his own grave outside of
Budapest about to be shot.
When Carl Lutz was informed
about this he showed up at the
last minute with his always pres-
ent chauffeur, stepped out of
the car, grabbing the young man
and pushing him into his car,
while informing the officials
that the young person was un-
der his protection. He then sim-
ply drove off. This was the very
first time that Agnes had heard
about this story. Another Holo-
caust survivor present was Zoly
Zamir who worked in the King
David Hotel in Jerusalem. He
was a great admirer of Carl Lutz’s
whom he had met many times in
Jerusalem and had many stories
to tell. The Swiss and Houston
publics were enchanted with the
presentation and discussions
followed long after the lecture
was over.
Agnes Hirschi was most welcome
in Houston. The Honorary Con-
sul of Switzerland, Margherita
Young-Zellweger, and the Swiss
Consulate General in Atlanta,
the Holocaust Museum of Hous-
ton, and the Honorary Consul of
Hungary, Philip Aronoff orga-
nized the event.

Remembering
Carl Lutz

On Monday May 2nd 2011, on the
occasion of Yom HaShoah (Holo-
caust Remembrance Day), the
Consulate General of Switzerland
in New York, in collaboration
with Rabbi Arthur Schneier from
the Park East Synagogue and
the Consulate General of Israel
in New York, organized an eve-
ning of testimonial readings and
music at the Park East Syna-

gogue to commemorate the life
and achievements of Carl Lutz.
Carl Lutz was the first Swiss na-
tional to be elevated to the rank
of Righteous among the Nations
by Yad Vashem. Swiss Vice-Con-

sul in Budapest from 1942 until
the end of World War II, he
helped save the lives of thou-
sands during the Holocaust.
Park East Synagogue President
Herman Hochberg welcomed the
Diplomatic representatives, as
well as several Holocaust survi-
vors who were among the 200
guests who attended the com-
memoration. In their speeches,
Rabbi Arthur Schneier, Consul
General of Israel in New York Ido
Aharoni, and Consul General of
Switzerland in New York, Ambas-

sador François Barras, acknowl-
edged Carl Lutz’s achievements,
sharing with the audience the
compelling story of a man of ex-
ceptional courage and generos-
ity.

After the Memorial candle light-
ing and prayer, cellist Yoed Nir
performed music by Swiss com-
poser Ernest Bloch. Music was
followed by the voices of three
young actors who read a selec-
tion of poignant testimonials by
Holocaust survivors who have
been saved by Carl Lutz, as well
as an excerpt from the book
Dangerous Diplomacy by Theo
Tschuy. Jonathan Czyzyk and
Jenny Aminov, two 8th grade
students of the Park East Day
School concluded this Holocaust

Remembrance Day commemora-
tion.
The traveling Exhibit of the Carl
Lutz Foundation, a unique col-
lection of photos, documents
and other materials about the
life of Carl Lutz, was on display
in the main Hall at the Park East
Day School for a week prior to
the event.

America’s Call
By John Bernhard

The author was born in Switzer-
land and after his backpack
adventure, the draw to the U.S.
tugged at his mind until he re-
turned and settled in Houston,
Texas to pursue the American
dream. He has designed and
built his dream house, and his
studio adjacent to it, where he
works as an artist. About his
book, he says: “I had dreamt of
traveling to the New World for as
long as I could remember. I had
filled my imagination with the
romance of exploration until it
overflowed with wild curiosity.
When I left Europe on my jour-
ney, I did so without a definite
destination. I knew only that I
wanted to discover as much of
North America as I could, from
Canada to the U.S., from Alber-
ta’s Rockies to California’s
beaches.”
