In February, at the 11th edition of the annual
Music Industry Awards, (the Swiss music
equivalent of the Grammy’s), the famous
Swiss singer-songwriter and pianist, Eliane
Müller, was crowned Best Female Solo Act for
her last album, ‘Slowmotion’.

Eliane’s joywashuge – after threenominations and four albums she
hasfinallymade it! The27-year-old singer composed ‘SlowMotion’with
songwriters from all over the world. Whilst writing the songs, Eliane
explored many new avenues and this has resulted in an incredibly
complex album. In the fall of 2015, she spent half a year visiting
Nashville, New York, Berlin, and London, where she met several

composers with whom she wrote ad hoc songs. One of the artists she
metwas Julian Simmons, amusic producer, engineer,mixer andwriter,
who runs the London-based companydinsound.com.MrSimmons (JP)
has special connectionswith Switzerlandand so SwissReviewmetboth
artists to find out how this winning Swiss-British collaboration came
upwith the songs that gained them the prestigious award.

GP: Is it the first time that you have worked with a British producer?
Whatwere themost positive vibes that you feltwhilstworkingwith Julian?

ELIANE: Yes, it was the first timewith a British producer. I co-wrote
with several songwriters in Germany and also the United States but
Julian Simmons is the only British producer I’ve worked with so far.
I’mreallyhappywithourcollaboration,whichworkedwell fromthevery
first moment wemet. I appreciate that he is truly interested in where
I wanna head to and what my thoughts and ideas are and tries to
combine themwith his own style, current vibes and trends, so that the
outcome is something ‘Eliane-like’, but more modern and with more
courage. Forme thiswas definitelymore than satisfying!

GP:Howdid you feelwhen two of the songs became Swiss national hits
and youwon at the SwissMusic Awards?

ELIANE: Naturally I felt surprised on the one hand, but proud and
grateful on theother. It’s a privilege forme toworkwith Julian Simmons
and to benefit fromhis know-how and experience in theUK.

GP:Howdo youmanage to combine your Swiss originswith singing in
another language, that is, in English?

ELIANE: It’s hard to say. Maybe it is a kind of space I create between
myself (and my songs or lyrics) and the audience. Songwriting is

British singer-songwriter Ed Sheeran won the Best Solo Act
International award and Best International Hit for his single
‘Shape of you’. Imagine Dragons received the Best Group
International trophy and the Best Breaking Act International
award went to the British band Rag’n’Bone Man.

GP: How did you meet
Eliane and how did you
start yourmusic projects?

JS: Actually Eliane
and I met through a
family connection. My

wife, Carla Maurer, is the minister at the
Swiss Church in London’s Covent Garden,
where I’ve met lots of interesting Swiss folk
from various backgrounds. Carla has a cousin
who is Eliane’s musical director and violinist/
keyboard player (Michel Gsell, from Luzerne).
Thanks to this special connection, Imet Eliane
inZurich at the train station for a coffee,whilst
on one of my regular trips to Switzerland, and
made a plan for Eliane to come to my then
studio in east London for three days ofwriting
songs and visiting London pubs in July 2016.

GP: How did you make up the two songs?
What inspired you andwhy?

JS: The first song that we wrote together
is called ‘Slow Motion’ and became the title
track for the recently released album. The
initial idea was something I’d been thinking
about. As Eliane is a piano led pop singer-

songwriter, I was thinking along the lines of
the greats of this genre such as Ray Charles,
Billy Joel and Elton John. I wanted to make a
song thatwas timeless and classic, and I hoped
that by drawing on some of those influences
we could in some way achieve that. Then
Eliane came up with the idea of savouring the
moment, something that these days is so hard
todowith theplethoraofdigitaldistractionsat
our fingertips. This seemed to fit really well
with the feel of themusic, andwe expanded it
fromthere – the concept being that itwouldbe
amazing ifwecould see life in slowmotionand
really enjoy every second.

GP:YoualsowroteanotherofEliane’s famous
songs together, ‘Bittersweet’. How did you get
started onwriting it?

JS: The second song we wrote was with
Mitsch Gsell too, about 9 months later.
Eliane andMitsch came over for a few days to
my new studio in north London’s Crouch End
and we wrote ‘Bittersweet’. This is a song
harking back to Eliane’s childhood, growing
up in Switzerland. For this track we were
aiming to write something upbeat that could

become a single (in fact SRF1 chose the song
themselves toplayontheradiowithout itbeing
released as a single). Mitsch came up with the
initial piano idea, and we built the track and
arrangement around that. Again, this is quite a
nostalgic song,withElianedescribingher time
at school staring out the window when she
should have been focusing on the lesson. It
doesn’t look like being a dreamer has done her
toomuchharm!

GP: What kind of projects are ongoing at
themoment?

Luzia. Nextweek I’ll be puttingmywriting
hat on again, as I try andfinish a few songs that
Ibegan inZurichandVienna lastmonth.Whilst
in Zurich I began a track with an artist called
KlainKaroo,whohad a single out last year and
isdoingwell.He’s alsoplayingatM4Music and
looks to be on a good trajectory, so we are
hoping we will be able to work onmore stuff
together. I also work regularly over at the new
Warner Music Group studio in High Street
Kensington, where recently I’ve beenworking
with Liam Gallagher and Geri Halliwell
amongstmany others.

something very personal and sensitive, so it might sometimes be easier
if the listener doesn’t understand every single word directly. But then
I also think that English just sounds smoother and prettier than
Germanwithall its consonantsandsoon.And I love languages. I also sing
in Italian sometimes, the most beautiful language when it comes to
music, I think. And lastly, you wouldn’t want tomiss out on the chance
of giving concerts outside of Switzerland just because of a language
nobodywould understand

GP: What are your future projects? Are you going to organise a
concert in the UK?

ELIANE: My current projects are concentrated within Switzerland
with a lot of private gigs and public concerts, which is ok for now. At
the moment, I’m planning a newwinter tour for November/December
2018. But honestly, I consistently dream of giving concerts in other
places, other countries and travelling around with a band and a piano.
I think I’d love it!

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The London-based
associationNewHelvetic
Society (NHS), will
renew its committee
members in September.
Daniel Pedroletti has

been one of its hard-working presidents, and,
along with his wife Ester-Lou, has presided
over anupsurge in the popularity of the club.

Daniel Pedroletti was working at the
Embassy in London as a specialist in Swiss
social security for the Swiss ForeignOffice and
for Swiss people living abroad. He started
getting involved in the clubs by becoming a
memberof theUnioneTicinese in the late ’80s.
The committeeof theUnioneTicinese felt that
with his last name, being a member was a
must! As the cherry on the cake, themembers
of the UT had many questions about the AVS
but did not like to go to the Embassy, so Mr
Pedroletti as a member of the UT was able to
easily answer their questions on thematter.

Members of staff at the Embassy were
encouraged to attend and support events
by the Swiss clubs. The AGM of the New
Helvetic Society was coming up and the
Cultural Counsellor,whowas on the commit-
tee of the Society, invited Daniel to attend.
In the blink of an eye, Daniel found
himself elected to the committee. That was
in the early ’90s and was just the start of
things! Around 2010 he found himself on
four different committees: the New Helvetic
Society, the Unione Ticinese, FOSSUK and
SNDL (SwissNationalDayLondon,whichwas
an initiative of the Ambassador at the time,
and on which Daniel and Marc, along with
others, were asked to work).

A fully commited couple
At that time Esther-Lou was working full

time and looking after the family, so she could
not attend Society events. People even began
to think that Daniel had made her up! Then
some years later, the Cercle Genevois asked
Esther-Lou to prepare a menu and cook for
the Escalade. Since then shehas grown to love
cooking and the members have enjoyed tast-
ing her delicious dishes.

This marked the start of this fantastic
couple’s dedication, which has continued
since with the additional help of committee
members, friends, family and various
members of the community. Along the road,
the New Helvetic Society started working
on what they called ‘The Way Forward’. A
decision was made to have a new website,
modern and up to date. The UT and the NSH
joined forces and to save costs they decided to
share a platform.

Someone recommended a Swiss online
design company, headed by Marc and Ané-
Mari Peter. Marc agreed to do the website,
and has then, like Daniel, found himself on
the New Helvetic Society Committee!!! He
has saidmany times: ‘Don't lookDaniel in the
eyes, you'll land up on a committee!’. Since
then, Marc has been the digital mind of the
NewHelvetic Society, creatingbeautifulmodes
of communicationwith themembers.

Biggest contributions
Daniel has introduced a number of new

events to theNewHelvetic Societywhichhave
been very successful:

A series of free events offering an educa-
tional and informative platform concerning
matters relevant to the Swiss in general and

more specifically to the Swiss in the UK, such
as theFORUMSand the January talk by a Swiss
diplomat.

Jazz concerts, the first of which was by
Dana Gillespie who had met Daniel at a
conference about AVS.

Swiss Film Nights, which prompted
rumours that Daniel was showing risqué
movies at the Embassy after an elderly lady
asked him what he was showing and he
replied, ‘The minimum age is 16, but there is
no upper limit!’

Among themany successful eventswas the
celebration of the Escalade. One of the central
traditions is to break theMARMITE. As it was
quite difficult and costly at the time to fly to
Switzerland specially to collect the Marmite,
Esther-Lou decided to try to make it. As she
was concerned that it would be too thin and
too fragile, shemade it very thick, to the point
that the Ambassador could not even break it
withhis hands, so theyhad to fetch ahammer!
She has not made once since, but there are
rumours that shemightwant to give it another
try! One of the most successful events Daniel
has organised was a presentation of Diccon
Bewes with his ‘Swiss Watching’, which then
became quite a hit. The challenge has always
been, and still is, to maintain a stable Society
whilst being innovative and continuing to
provide quality events that interest the
Swiss community.

During these many years Daniel and
Esther-Lou have been invaluable drivers of
a fantastic team effort creating wonderful
cultural and social events, where one can
mingle, have a glass of Swiss wine and taste
some delicious canapés.

Now it is time for them to enjoy the events
themselves as guests! On behalf of the Swiss
community in London and the UK, we would
like to thank themfor the greatwork theyhave
done, and we look forward to seeing them
enjoying the future New Helvetic Society
events! Butmore on that in the next issue.

BOOK: ‘Und Harry?’: A seven-year-old
witnessesher fatherbeing shot. Startledby the
shot itself – it is hunting season in the Ticino –
and then by the ensuing silence, she runs into

the garden of the holiday house where he lies
dead by the bushes he has just cut. In his hand
he holds a peculiar wooden horse, which she
picksup instinctivelyandkeeps fromthepolice.
The murder remains unexplained and the
traumaof thegirl’s childhoodremainswithher.
Long after she has grown up, she picks up the
thread of the investigation into her father’s
murder in Basel. The wooden figure and an

old photograph showing her father at a young
age with an unknown man entitled ‘With
Harry, Pentyrch/Cardiff 1949’, finally points to
Wales. Is the key to the crime there? Who is
Harry? Does he know something andwhere is
he to be found?

The Council of the Swiss Abroad (CSA) had its Spring 2018
meeting at Bern Town Hall (Rathaus) on Saturday, March
10th, 2018.

Four of thefiveUKdelegateswere present: NathalieChuard,
FranzMuheim (also a member of the Organisation of the Swiss
Abroad [OSA] committee), Alexandre Tissot andVincentCroset.
The main themes discussed were E-voting, bank accounts for
Swiss people abroad and cuts to supplementary benefits.

Franz Muheim presented a brief report from the commis-
sion in charge of improving representation in the CSA. The goal
is for more and more countries to elect their CSA delegates
democratically in the future. The Federation of Swiss Societies
in the UK (FOSSUK) has been a pioneer in this domain, as the
UK was one of the first few countries where all Swiss citizens
were able to stand for the last 2017 CSA election, and to vote.
Vincent Croset’s proposal to have representatives of the Swiss
abroad in the National Council is moving forward, and the CSA
delegates will debate this topic at the nextmeeting.

ThenextCSAmeeting, held togetherwith the 96thCongress
of the Swiss Abroad, takes place from August 10th–12th in
Visp/Viège. Registration is now open on this link:

Francesco Bernasconi was born in 1988 in
Fribourg, Switzerland and has Sicilian, Greek
andGermanroots.At theageof threehemoved
with his family to Lugano, Switzerland.When
he was eighteen, he moved to Milan to study
advertising, and, after a period ofwork experi-
ence in Paris, he went back to one of his oldest
interests: cinema. With his Bachelor’s degree
completed, he moved fromMilan to London,

where he shot a micro budget short film enti-
tled ‘Rolpens’, (2013). He followed this up with
anMAinDirectingat theMetFilmSchool, from
which he graduated in 2015 with a short film
entitled ‘Severing’.

In London, Francesco broadened his crea-
tivevisionandstartedexploringwithstills and
moving images. In 2014, these experiments
gave birth to a collage project called ‘Sir Taki’.
Thisproject allowedhimtobreak thosehard to
avoid boundaries in narrative films. At the end
of 2016, Francesco spent twomonths in Berlin,
where he wrote a new short film, ‘Flesh and
Blood’ TBA. In 2017 as Sir Taki, he participated
in a collective art exhibition in Chalais (CH)
with his interactive installation, ‘Roberto’.

In2018, SirTakihadhisfirst soloexhibition
in Zürich where his installation ‘Lucia’ was on

view for onemonth at the gallery Die Diele. At
the end of April 2018, Lucia was also exhibited
at Parco Ciani in Lugano during the Giardino
dei Giusti inauguration in the presence of Fed-
eralCouncillor IgnazioCassis.EightofSirTaki’s
collages are featured in Issue 1 of the limited
edition Edicola photo book, out in April 2018.
