Important Message to Swiss Citizens Residing in Ontario

Dear Fellow Citizens:

The Consulate General is pleased to inform you that the Swiss Con-
sular Days in Toronto will take place during the week of October 7,
2019. This service allows Swiss citizens to renew their passports wi-
thout having to travel to Montreal.

If you wish to take advantage of the upcoming Swiss Consular Days
in Toronto, you must apply using one of the following two official web-
sites: www.schweizerpass.ch or www.passeportsuisse.ch. Make sure

you input “Toronto 2019” in the "Remarks" section.

Your application must be submitted no later than July 30. Please note
that the number of available appointments is limited; priority will
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therefore be given to holders whose Swiss passports are set to expire
within the next 12 months.

IMPORTANT: Neglecting to update your current civil status (or name
change) with the Consulate General may delay or even impede the
processing of your passport application. The information must be
confirmed by the competent authorities in Switzerland before a new
ID document can be issued.

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Events - La Féte des Vignerons (Vevey, Switzerland)

After a 20-year hiatus, Vevey will once again
host the momentous Féte des Vignerons, the
(Vevey) Winegrowers' Festival (“the Féte” or
“the Festival”). This traditional celebration of
vine-growing and wine-making (in the La-
vaux vineyards and in parts of the Chablais
wine region) returns on July 18 and runs un-
til August 11, 2019.

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Notable: The history of the Féte des Vignerons
goesback to1797, pre-dating the first modern
Olympic Games (held in Athens, Greece, in
1896) by just about 100 years.

Yet in spite of'its long history, the upcoming
Féteis only the 12th spectacle of its kind! The
reason: The Féte des Vignerons may not be
held more than five times per century, ma-
king it a rare and highly-anticipated event.
Typically, the Festival is put on every 20 ye-
arsorso - the last five were held in 1999,1977,
1955,1927,and 1905, respectively.

Adding to the cachet of this once-in-a-gene-
ration event, in 2016, the Féte received a
UNESCO designation that put it on a register
of “Intangible Cultural Heritage”. (Thereare
only three other Swiss entries: The “Basel
Carnival”, “Avalanche risk management”, and
the “Art of dry stone walling").

The 2019 Féte’s main show - the pageant - will
be staged in a large (yet temporary) open-air
arena/stadiumin Vevey’s town centre. While
the first Féte in 1797 featured a simple woo-
den platform with fewer than 2,000 seats, the
2019 Festival arena required 700 tonnes of
steel to support five stages and 20,000 seats!
And it has an LED screen built right into the

main stage floor to generate visual effects.

The 2019 pageant is a massive and elaborate
affair involving 2,700 actresses, 1,700 actors,
1,000 children, a choir of 600, and scores of
volunteers. The pageant was created by a
team led by Daniele Finzi Pasca, a Swiss actor
and stage director who has worked for the
Cirque du Soleil and on two Olympic closing
ceremonies. By the way, drummer and com-
poser Jérome Berney, a member of Pasca’s
team, was born in Vancouver, Canada.

The Festival's show schedule calls for 20 live
performances - 10 during the day, 10 at night
- each lasting roughly 2.5 hours. The inaugu-
ral performance is longer, as it incorporates
the Féte’s all-important crowning ceremony
(Couronnement des vignerons-tacherons)

during which the Confrérie des Vignerons
(the Brotherhood of Winegrowers) honours
the best winegrowers. The Confrérie’s main
purpose is the promotion and improvement
of vine / wine production in the region, and
it has been organizing the Féte since its ad-
ventin 1797.

Festival activity is not limited to the arena;
far from it! In the spirit of la Ville en Féte, Ve-
vey will host countless cultural, musical, and
culinary events spread across much of the
town. Several processions/dress parades will
also take place; here, one might encounter
prize-winning winegrowers, Confrérie
members, pageant performers, or visiting de-
legations and choirs.

July 25 will be a first for the Féte —a day dedi-
cated entirely to the Swiss Abroad. The Orga-
nisation of the Swiss Abroad and Swiss Wine
Promotion SA are hosting a wine-tasting
event that breaks with tradition. Rather than
offering local wines (produced under the
watchful eye of the Confrérie), the event will
showcase a dozen or so wines produced ab-
road by Swiss expat winemakers.
